The Vaccine USB is a licensed product that contains antivirus application program with the scan engine of McAfee, Inc., of
the United States (hereinafter called “McAfee”) and updates, including virus definition files (hereinafter called “McAfee
Programs”).Before start to use your Vaccine USB, we ask you to read and acknowledge the license conditions (including
definition of Vaccine USB, licensing, prohibitions and limitations, disclaimers, and warrantee) bundled with Vaccine USB
that provides the terms of use between Hagiwara Solutions Co., Ltd., and you on McAfee Programs contained on Vaccine
USB. The start of your using Vaccine USB shall constitute your agreement to the license conditions.

In this mode, Vaccine USB will scan files on the PC and isolate the detected virus
immediately. Please be careful because even if the file is critical to the PC, it will be
isolated if it is infected with a virus. The isolated files are saved into the specified folder on
the PC.

When a virus scan is started by (1) or (2) above, it will be executed in the mode being set at the time. The default setting

is [Scan Only]. To change the setting, select Configuration under Tools on the main screen.
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(3) Select a scan mode on the main screen to start the scan.

Clicking the [Main] button on the startup screen will switch the screen to the main screen. On the main screen, select and

click either [Scan Only], [Scan+Immediately Delete], or [Scan+Immediately Isolation] button.
